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2. Remove the M/B Tray plastic cover and then remove the PCIe barckets – first left side then right side(from the rear window viewpoint):

3. In addition to the M/B screw holes, please also fix the Interposer board (IPB) onto the M/B Tray and the screws location are shown in below picture:
