Remote Flash BIOS & BMC SOP

(Only suitable for CURL function BMC)
Preparation:

FWUpgradeAgent_v1.0.2.zip (or later version)
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Step:

1. Decompress FWUpgradeAgent_v1.0.2.zip
2. Put BMC and BIOS image in folder “FUpgradeAgent_v1.0.2”
3. Open terminal in FWUpgradeAgent_v1.0.2
4. Execute: su , then input superuser password
5. Execute: chmod 777 *
6. Execute: ll (Check if all user has the authority in this folder)

7. Check BMC Core Base in ASRR BMC_history 

Ex: History_E3C236D4M-4L(BMC Core Base: AMI RR7
8. Edit config.py in RR11 or RR7 (RR11 & RR7 is also in “FUpgradeAgent_v1.0.2” folder)

Ex: BMC Core Base: AMI RR7( Edit RR7 config.py

9. Modify following script in config.py
Image_BIOS_Location=”./{your BIOS image name}”
Image_BMC_Location=”./{your BMC image name}”
Host - IPs= (“https:// {enter IP address which system you want to update}”)

10. Back to the terminal, then follow below procedure to update BIOS & BMC
Core Base= RR7
(input ./FWupgradeAgent.py –APIVer 1 –FW BIOS

(Wait BIOS update complete

(input ./FWupgradeAgent.py –APIVer 1 –FW BMC
(Wait BMC update complete

Core Base= RR11

(input ./FWupgradeAgent.py –APIVer 2 –FW BIOS

(Wait BIOS update complete

(input ./FWupgradeAgent.py –APIVer 2 –FW BMC
(Wait BMC update complete
